DATE - Saturday 6th November 2021

Tide — High water 08:31. Low water 14:50

START TIME:

All Boats entered in this tournament cannot depart until 06:00 on Saturday 6th November
2021, and all boats entered must depart and return over the Whakatane Bar. Tournament
will end at 17:00 Saturday 6th November 2021 which is the final weigh intime.

REGISTRATION:

A minimum of 2 anglers per team. All competitors must be members or (have paid the
appropriate social/nonmember membership fee) of the Whakatane Sportfishing Club.
Registration will be taken inthe clubrooms from 17:00 Friday 5th November 2021 or at the
discretion of the Tournament Convenor or Tournament Committee.

For anglers to be added to already registered teams, there is a box at the weigh station
where angler's details and the correct fees can be deposited "PRIOR TO DEPARTING". This
box will be cleared prior to the weigh in time. The Whakatane Sport Fishing Club reserves
the right to refuse entry.

YOUR CLUB MEMBERSHIP NUMBER MUST ACCOMPANY REGISTRATION.

BRIEFING:

There will be a briefingin the clubrooms at 19:00 on Friday 5th November 2021.

9. TACKLE
Fish may only be caught on rod & reel. Electric reels cannot be used in any club tournaments.

0. WEIGHING OF FiSH
Weighing of fish commences at 14:00 Saturday 6" November 2021, all fish weighed must
be freshly caught, brought across the Whakatane Bar, and weighed from the vessel
(unless stated otherwise) at the weigh station. Final weigh in time is 17:00 Saturday 6th
November 2021.
Inthe event of 2 or more fish being equal inweight a live draw will be undertaken at prize
giving to determine the heavier fish.

M.PRIZES
Team prizes will be a maximum of 4 per team and will be awarded to the following
categories:

Section 1.
Forteam prizes — 1%t through to 10,
To qualify for the team prize you must have 5, 6 or 7 of the seven species. Prizes will be
awarded in the first instance to the team catchingthe most species, and then in order of the
heaviest combined weight. E.g. 18- 7 species @ Bkg

Team to only weigh their heaviest of each of the listed species.

Attendance to this briefing is compulsory and no team can compete in this tournament
until the skipper or nominated "fishing" team member has attended the briefing and once
the briefing is completed, sign the briefing attendance sheet.

(2)There must be a minimum of two (2) persons on the vessel, and at least one of the
persons should be over the age of B years.

(3)It shall be the responsibility of the skipper or the nominated "“fishing' team member to
advise his/her other team members of the information given at the briefing.

(4)Inthe interest of safety, the Tournament Committee reserves the right to alter all times for
the duration of the Tournament depending on the weather or sea conditions.

(5)In the event of an emergency on the water, participants are to notify the Whakatane
Coastguard on Emergency VHF channel 6
